DAY 2 Reykjavik → Golden Circle → South Coast (265KM)
After breakfast, discover Iceland’s stunning natural wonders on the Golden Circle! It is one of the most 
popular tourist routes in Iceland, encompassing three of the country’s most spectacular natural 
attractions. You will explore the dramatic rift between two continents, learn about Viking history at 
[Thingvellir (Þingvellir) National Park], and marvel at the breathtaking geysers of the [Geysir Geothermal 
Area] and the magnificent [Gullfoss Waterfall]. After checking into your hotel for the night, during winter, 
you can venture out to search for the Northern Lights if the forecast is favorable.

South Coast → Jökulsárlón Glacier Lagoon →
South Coast (500KM)
After breakfast, we’ll head to Vatnajökull, the largest glacier in Iceland. Icebergs break off from the 
glacier’s edge and crash into [Jökulsárlón Glacier Lagoon]. Nearby, you can stroll along [Diamond 
Beach], a stunning black sand beach famous for its large iceberg fragments. During the winter season 
(Nov to Mar), we'll visit the [Crystal Ice Cave]. Led by an expert glacier guide, you’ll be able to safely 
explore and admire this extraordinary natural wonder. During the summer season(May- Oct), we will 
take an [Amphibian Boat Tour] of the glacier lagoon.

Today, we journey through the stunning [Eastfjords], traveling along narrow roads that wind between 
towering mountains and the ocean, witnessing the picturesque fjords. Our next stop is Djúpivogur, a 
charming fishing village. Explore the [Petra Stone Museum] (optional), see the famous outdoor sculpture 
[Eggin í Gleðivík], a series of large stone eggs symbolizing local bird species. Then, visit [Seyðisfjörður], 
one of the filming locations for the movie The Secret Life of Walter Mitty. Overnight in Egilsstaðir or 
nearby.

DAY 6 Reykjavik → Snæfellsnes Peninsula →
Reykjavik (380 KM)
Here, you will find one of the peninsula’s most iconic and photographed landmarks, Kirkjufell Mountain 
(also known as The Church Mountain). It became famous after being featured as the “Arrowhead 
Mountain” in Game of Thrones. The mountain’s unique shape was formed by the erosive powers of 
glaciers during the last Ice Age, about 12,000 years ago. Next, we will visit Lóndrangar, a pair of striking 
rock pinnacles. Then, we will arrive at Arnarstapi, a tiny fishing village known for its picturesque coastal 
cliffs, formed from glowing magma colliding with the wild waves of the Atlantic. It is regarded as the most 
beautiful harbor in Iceland. Finally, we will reach Búðakirkja, a quaint church that sits alone amid a field 
of lava rocks. Afterward, return to Reykjavik city.

Please prepare enough Euro in cash before departure in order to be able to 
pay for tickets, self-paid programs, group activities and tips.

4. If the tour members pay using other currencies, there is a charge of 3% handling fee over the amount 
payable, which will be calculated on the real-time exchange rate of 【XE Currency Converter】.

1. Note: This tour requires registration at least 31 days before the departure date (min 2 people) to 
guarantee departure.

2. Note: For registrations within 30 days of the departure date, a second confirmation from our company is 
required to guarantee departure.

3. Note: This tour belongs to Local Tour Series. All tours have different itineraries! Please refer to 
“Registration Instructions”and descriptions of respective itinerary.

4. Note: This tour does not include pre- or post-tour accommodation or airport transfer services.

5. Iceland Clothing Guide (Prioritize warmth, windproofness, rainproofness, and lightweight clothing): 
Iceland has a high-latitude maritime climate with changeable weather and strong winds, especially in 
autumn and winter when storms and rain/snow are common, and the perceived temperature can drop 
rapidly to below freezing. To ensure a comfortable and safe trip, please be sure to prepare for full-body 
warmth and waterproofing. ① Clothing Recommendations: First layer: Base layer (lightweight thermal 
underwear or ski-drying inner layer); Second layer: Mid-layer (fleece jacket + lightweight down liner); Third 
layer: Outer protective layer (down jacket or waterproof/windproof soft/hardshell jacket, ski suit; Important: 
Outerwear must be windproof and waterproof, and allow for ample layering space. Brightly colored clothing 
looks better in Iceland.) ② Accessories (essential): Hat and scarf: to reduce head and neck chill; Gloves: 
essential for wind protection and warmth; Sunglasses/glasses: to reduce glare from snow and wind 
damage to the eyes. ③ Footwear: Mid- to high-top hiking boots are recommended: warm, waterproof, and 
slip-resistant, effectively protecting ankles. Avoid ordinary sneakers in winter to prevent water ingress or 
slipping on ice.

6. Swimsuit: Swimsuits are required for the Blue Lagoon. Some hotels offer free public hot tubs (similar to 
small hot springs). If you plan to use the hot springs, please bring your own swimsuit and flip-flops.

7. Our company arranges professional Mandarin-speaking tour guides to provide Chinese-language 
explanations and communication throughout the trip. However, the guides do not provide guided tours 
inside attractions. For some attractions, a paid guided tour by a licensed local guide is required, subject to 
the guide's on-site arrangements.

8. Most hotels in Iceland require you to bring your own toothbrush, toothpaste, and razor. The local adapter 
plug type is the European standard two-prong round plug.

9. Optional Activities: These are all personal activities. Please choose carefully based on your own 
circumstances; the company is not responsible for any liability or risk. Note: Optional activities in Iceland are 
subject to weather and other unforeseen circumstances and may not be able to proceed as scheduled. Actual 
arrangements will be based on the guide's assessment and the on-site safety conditions. Please understand 
and be aware of this.

10. Regarding optional activities in the Iceland itinerary: Registration is subject to on-site confirmation. Early 
registration does not guarantee success. Early registration will allow us to reserve a spot in advance, 
increasing the chances of success. (Some programs are not suitable for guests under 6 years old, those with a 
fear of heights, asthma, high blood pressure, low blood pressure, panic disorder, or other cardiovascular 
conditions.)

11. The official currency of Iceland is the Icelandic Krona (ISK). Euros/USD are accepted in some areas, but 
the exchange rate is unfavorable. ISK can be exchanged at the airport or on the first day with the help of your 
tour guide.

12. A credit card (Visa/Mastercard) is essential. Most local shops, restaurants, convenience stores, public 
transportation, and taxis accept credit card payments, including public restrooms. (If you have a credit card, 
you don't need to bring Icelandic Krona cash.)

13. You don't need to carry a large amount of cash. Excluding optional programs, 200-300 Euros per person is 
recommended (depending on your budget).

14. Icelandic specialties: Lobster bisque, Icelandic lamb soup, Skyr yogurt, Arctic salmon, seafood dishes, etc.; 
you can choose according to your personal taste.

15. Common Icelandic souvenirs: Volcanic lava products, wool blankets and scarves, Viking-themed souvenirs, 
Blue Lagoon skincare products, geothermal salt, Icelandic dark beer, etc.

16. Important Message: One week before departure, we will again notify group members of the tour guide's 
information and hotel address via email.

17. Recommendation: Purchase mobile data in advance so you can contact the tour guide in emergencies 
(such as getting lost).

18. Iceland's unique geographical location and spectacular scenery make its weather highly changeable. For 
safety reasons, experienced tour guides will adjust the itinerary according to actual weather conditions (in 
extreme weather, some attractions may be cancelled to ensure the safety of guests) to ensure the smooth 
running of the trip.

In such cases, participants shall not use the forementioned 
circumstances as an excuse to oppose or demand compensation. Participants shall be 
responsible for any losses or additional costs incurred as a result of the event. 

4. Participants must abide by the laws and regulations of each country and are strictly prohibited 
from carrying private goods for profit or illegal items. Entry and exit regulations are based on 
individual countries, and if a person is refused to enter any countries by customs officers for 
any personal reasons, the company shall not be responsible for any resulting losses or 
expenses incurred during the rest of the journey. The participant shall bear all costs related to 
transportation and accommodation and shall not hold the company responsible.

5. In any situations and any locations, if theft occurs and results in the loss of money and personal 
belongings, our company, drivers, tour leaders, and guides will not be held responsibilities. It is 
the responsibility of each participant to safeguard their own personal belongings and 
identification documents.

6. If a participant is late and unable to catch the scheduled flight or bus, our company will not hold 
responsibilities and will not provide any refunds.

7. Due to different bus models, we may not be able to accommodate participants using 
wheelchairs. Therefore, it is regret to inform that we cannot accept wheelchair users to join our 
tour. (Note: For "private group tours", please inform us before receiving a quote.)

8. Our company reserves the right to publicly display participant's portraits taken during the tour. 
We will capture activities and moments during the trip for promotional purposes.

Tour rules and regulation notices

1. Due to the limited luggage storage space on the coach, each passenger is allowed to bring one 
carry-on bag and one piece of checked luggage (total dimensions L + W + H must not exceed 158 
cm, and weight must not exceed 23 kg). If you bring more luggage than the permitted amount (and 
if there is sufficient space in the coach luggage compartment), an additional €5 per extra piece of 
luggage per day will be charged as a handling fee for the driver. We apologize for any 
inconvenience and thank you for your understanding.

2. European tours are different from other countries in the world. Most tourist attractions cannot be 
reached directly by tour buses and tourists will be required to walk to the attractions. If a 
passenger has limited mobility, they may have to wait on the bus at some attractions and cannot 
visit some attractions together with the group. Loss of attractions cannot be used as a reason to 
request compensation or refunds. Please pay attention and think about it thoroughly before joining 
the tour. Once you have registered and confirmed your participation, it also means that you accept 
our company's terms and conditions.

3. The driver and tour leader serve the participants wholeheartedly, providing explanations of 
attractions, taking care of all aspects of the tour, and working hard. Please show your appreciation 
by giving them a tip before the end of the trip. According to European customs, each participant 
should give a basic tip of € 10 per day to the driver and tour leader.

4. Please present your tour ticket for boarding at the designated assembly point on time. The 
latecomers will not be waited, and the tour fee will not be refunded if he/she could not catch the 
bus. Our company is not responsible for any consequences. In case of emergencies, please call 
the emergency phone number provided.

5. Participants are responsible for bringing and carrying valid travel documents (passport) and 
visas with a validity period of at least six months from the departure date. In any case or for any 
reason, if the participant is refused to enter any countries by the immigration authorities (customs), 
our company is not responsible, and any losses incurred are the responsibility of the participant. 
The tour fee will not be refunded.

6. Please avoid bringing valuable items and precious jewelry. Valuables and documents should be 
carried with you at all times and kept under your own supervision. Our company, drivers, and tour 
leaders are not responsible for any loss that may occur.

7. Tour members must abide by the laws and regulations of each country, and it is strictly 
prohibited to carry private goods for profit and illegal items. Smoking is prohibited in all public 
places and indoor buildings (including hotel rooms) in Europe, with fines of up to thousands of 
euros, so please abide by the law. In recent years, some famous buildings (attractions) in Europe 
have promulgated legislations banning visitors from sitting on the ground to rest or eat, which is 
not only considered rude but may also be prosecuted.

8. Meals and admission tickets during the trip are at your own expense. Please refer to the 
consumption guide to calculate and bring a suitable amount of local currency for use on the way. 
Please bring your own private medicines if necessary.



9. In any case or for personal reasons, if a tour member requests to leave on their own, return 
individually or leave the tour midway, our company will assist in making arrangements. However, 
our company will not be responsible for any indirect or direct cost losses incurred due to delays in 
transportation or other circumstances that result in missing the pre-arranged itinerary or 
accommodation.

10. Any tour participants who intentionally obstruct the tour leader's work, endanger the safety of 
others, or affect the normal activities and interests of the group, the tour leader has the right to 
cancel their tour qualification, request the participant to leave the group depending on the specific 
situation or with the consent of the majority of the tour participants. The remaining balance of the 
unfinished part of the journey will not be refunded, and any actions taken by the participant after 
leaving the group will not be related to the company.

11. If the flight or bus is delayed due to a malfunction or traffic congestion, resulting in itinerary 
changes or canceled programs, tour participants may not use the forementioned circumstances as 
an excuse to oppose or withdraw from the tour. In case of bad weather, strikes, or unexpected 
accidents that cause delays in the itinerary, tour participants may not demand compensation or 
refund of tour fees.

12. The itinerary is for reference purposes only. The company will make appropriate arrangements 
and adjustments based on the actual situation regarding the tour program, accommodation 
location, and other issues. The possibility of canceling programs due to the closure of attractions 
or local holidays cannot be ruled out. Tour participants are expected to accept and may not object.

13. The tourist transportation and hotels used by our company, such as airplanes, ships, trains, or 
buses, have various regulations for the safety of participants and issues such as lost luggage, 
accidents, and property damage. These situations will be handled based on the regulations 
established by each institution and will not be related to our company. 

14. We recommend that participants purchase travel insurance and luggage insurance on their 
own. For details on how to purchase insurance, please contact the travel agency you registered 
with or our company directly.

15. Due to the fact that the bus model may not be able to accommodate wheelchairs, we regret 
that we cannot accept applications from those who use wheelchairs to join the tour. (Note: "Private 
tour groups" need to be notified before the quotation is made)

16. The temperature difference between day and night in Europe is substantial, the annual 
average temperature exceeds 30 degrees for less than two months, and European countries have 
strong environmental protection awareness. Therefore, hotels in Europe may not have standard 
air conditioning.

17. Our company has the right to publish the portrait of participants for promotion purposes. We 
will take photos of the activities during the trip

18. If the number of participants is small, GEG travel has the right to combine guests of different 
languages on the same tour bus.

19. Pets and animals are not allowed on any tour itinerary. Thank you for your understanding.
